A STORY of remoteness touched curiously sharply by awareness. Life in American farmhouse isolated from Europe by distance both physical and spiritual yet changed in all its being by the eddies of the War. The way in which the daily life of the farm, and in especial of the women in it, is made solid concrete, and in one sense unchanging and on the other hand the way in which the war in every detail affects them, is skilfully done. There is a genuine quality about this book, an acute and poetic observation and intelligent characterisation.
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
